e  Once a student number has been issued the application fee can be made online only. Application fees are non

—refundable and will be deducted from Term 2 Fees. For security reasons we do not accept cash payments for
term or application fees.

e  Enrolled students are expected to attend all Terms: inclusive of Term 1 and Term 2 of the academic year. Terms
are based on a 15 weeks basis and coincide with the School calendar.

e All term fees are non - refundable and payable on or before the designated date outlined on the tuition
calendar. Failure to comply with this will result in a 10 % late fee per student and suspension of classes until the
account has been settled. Term Fees can be paid online at: Online Payment.

e  The Leinster School of Music & Drama reserves the right to make changes to class timetables or teachers.

e Lessons cancelled or missed by students cannot be rescheduled.

. If a teacher has to cancel lessons due to unavoidable circumstances, these classes will be given later, either at
the designated week on the tuition calendar or by organizing a mutually convenient time between the teacher

and the student.

e  Allclasses take place subject to numbers. Where the minimum number is not reached, The Leinster School of
Music & Drama reserves the right to cancel the class.
